Classroom expectations:


Everything we do in the classroom needs to be done taking into account the BOLTS acronym being used school wide.  I will expect you to BE: ORGANIZED, LEADERS, TRUSTWORTHY, AND SUCCESSFUL.  

The following are some things that will help you in the day to day application of the BOLTS idea for my class:  

1.  Arrive to class on time. You will be marked tardy if you are not in the classroom when the bell rings. Standing by the door does not count as being in the room.  Once you arrive at your seat, check the board or projector screen for the agenda and journal entry of the day.
2. It is also your responsibility to show up prepared with your materials (book, writing utensil, and Binder) and turn in your work. Once class begins you are expected to stay in the classroom. Leaving classroom is for emergency situations.  

3. Do not do anything that prevents yourself or another student from learning. If someone is addressing the class do not be disruptive. 

4.  How well you do in this class and what you learn depends a lot on your attitude.  Stay positive and involved. Participation will be a part of your character grade.
5.  If you are absent it is your responsibility to get makeup assignment(s) or information upon returning. 
6.  I will dismiss the class.  Do not pack up early or line up at the door.

Binder:  
You will be required to keep a three ring binder for only this class.  You need to bring it to class everyday. The folder will be graded.

Section 2: Dated detailed notes. 

Section 3: Graded work passed back to you.  This serves as a way to double check that I entered the right score.
